New Business: We have begun the budget process.  In order to assist with it the Board was asked to decide on how much of an increase in the Chief’s salary.  The Chiefs will use that as a guide for the COLA increase the other full-time employees will receive.   Richard Barrone recused himself from this portion of the discussion due to a potential conflict of interest.    Bryce is going to do some research on comparable and a percentage will be decided later.
We are hoping for the $35,000 summer staffing grant again and a potential cyber security grant.
